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· Organization of Book Study groups 
· 6 groups of 4-5 teachers
· Read Introduction (pp. 1-6).  Review book chapters and select a chapter for group report
· Each small group reads and “teaches”/facilitates chapter review/discussion with the Fellowship members
· Group reports/presentation schedule:
· Chapters 1-2, Fall Colloquium (November 2011)

· Chapters 3-4, Winter Colloquium (February 2012)

· Chapters 5-6, Spring Colloquium (April 2012)
· Report/presentation format (2 reports at each Colloquium; 1 hour total time )
· Each report: 20 minute presentation/chapter review with 10 minutes for teaching applications and discussion (or other format designed by the group)
· Key components of report/discussion:
· Describe/explain the strategy presented in the chapter
· Explain how the author suggests implementing the strategy in classrooms

· Review some examples of lessons related to the strategy that the author has taught 

· Reflect on the chapter 
· Positive aspects for student learning and achievement
· Additional resources needed, if any, to implement the strategy
· Obstacles to implementation of the strategy and possible solutions
